LYME DISEASE

ÅOnly relevant symptoms are erythema migrans
(EM) and late stage-manifestations
o Musculoskeletal system. Recurrent, brief attacks (weeks or 

months) of objective joint swelling sometimes followed by chronic 
arthritis

o Nervous system. Lymphocytic meningitis; cranial neuritis, 
particularly facial palsy; radiculoneuropathy ; or, rarely, 
encephalomyelitis

o Cardiovascular system. Acute onset of high-grade atrioventricular 
conduction defects that resolve in days to weeks, sometimes 
associated with myocarditis 

Lyme Disease Case Definition 

(symptoms)
ÅA positive culture for B. burgdorferi (not common), 

OR

ÅA positive two -tier test 
o positive equivocal enzyme immunoassay (EIA) or 

immunofluorescent assay (IFA) followed by 
o positive IgM or IgG western immunoblot (WB) for Lyme disease, 

OR

ÅA positive single -tier IgG WB test for Lyme disease

ÅEach WB needs a specific number of positive bands

ÅIgM results for specimens collected >30 days after 
symptom onset are not valid!

o View the entire case on one page. 
o Save individual sections as you enter information without exiting the 

case.
o No more loss of data due to time-out!
o Multiple users can view/edit the same case at the same time, only the 

section being edited will be locked by the user.

ÅEach disease is customized per disease requirements with Disease 
Specific Sections
o For example ɬa chlamydia or Lyme disease case will not include the 

immunization section.
o Typhoid fever will include a dedicated section for the CDC specific 

questionnaire.
